This research will study the quality of life of patients with end-stage cancer. The
study will include patients with end-stage cancer who receive palliative care with
systemic analgesic treatment as well as patients under close medical supervision. To
this end, the quality of life assessment method will be performed through the
following questionnaires and are the following: (a)FACIT-Pal-14 (Version 4),
(b)EORTC QLQ-CIS5-PAL, (¢) Mini Nutrition Assessment (MNA) and d) the
questionnaire of Edmonton. Following data collection, they will be analysed with a
special statistical programme. The overall duration of the study will depend on the
speed of data collection and possible directions resulting from preliminary results

during the study. It is estimated that it will take at least 3 years.
