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Subject: The role of Clinical Forensic Examination in the investigation of child abuse cases

Child abuse is a global phenomenon with serious implications for the physical and mental health, well-
being, and development of victims. Every year, millions of children around the world, are victims and
witnesses of physical, sexual, and emotional violence. Despite the scale of the problem and the efforts
made to record the incidents and consequently to draw conclusions and implement preventive measures,
the collection and processing of data is still insufficient, as it is based solely on the reported incidents
which are clearly the tip of the iceberg. The investigation of child abuse is a complex process that requires
an interdisciplinary approach to the issue in hand. Co-operation of various health-care professionals, of
different specialties and the interconnection of services is required to avoid both omission of evidence

and misinterpretation.

The purpose of the proposed research is to highlight the need for forensic clinical examination, performed

in the context of interdisciplinary co-operation, to ensure the protection and well-being of children.
